Letter no. NB.CPD.GLC /55968/GLC corres/2025-26 dtd 9th July 2025, from GM NABARD, Target of Rs. 2,250 Crores was allocated to Arunachal Pradesh by Govt of India for financial year 2025-26, which is substantially higher than the highest achievement of ₹319.12 crore recorded by the State as of March 2025.
Considering the historical performance trends, limited credit absorption capacity, infrastructural constraints, small and scattered farming holdings, and operational challenges in the State, the House may examine the practical feasibility of achieving such an enhanced target.
In view of the substantial gap between past achievements and the present allocation, it may be discussed whether the target requires rationalisation to a realistic and achievable level aligned with the State’s ground realities and sectoral capacity.
