The Sub-Committee meeting was held on 18th March, 2019. Observations by the Steering Subcommittee for progress of different economic agenda under discussion of SLBC are as under:
1. List of villages with connectivity issues to be discussed in the DCC/DLRC meetings. LDMs need to send the list to BSNL for necessary action. In the meanwhile a list of 2700 villages available with the State Govt. shall be shared with BSNL for necessary information.
2. Coverage under India Post Payment Bank may be considered as appropriate coverage for unbanked villages.
3. The achievement under ACP by CBI, Dena Bank, PNB, UBI, Corporation Bank, AGVB & APEX Bank is below 20 % of the target which unless improves by end of March quarter shall be escalated to the respective Bank Head by the State Govt. for necessary intervention.

4. Banks need to share the list of defaulters in Govt. sponsored Schemes at DCC/DLRC  meeting for detailed discussion. It is also decided that the district wise suit file position and recovery under Bakijai cases to be submitted by each bank to the LDMs for discussion in the DCC/DLRC.

5. The list of cluster received under diagnostic study on MSE-CDP has been shared with the LDMs and Department of Commissioner of MSME was advised to arrange for providing the list of cluster available with DIC for updation from LDMs.

6. With relation to ASRLM the banks are advised to renew the pending CC account failing which 19941 accounts may turn into NPA.

7. The rejection under SVAYEM Scheme should be categorised under different reasons and shall be submitted to SLBC for knowledge of the Govt. of Assam.
