MINUTES OF THE 56THSTATE LEVEL BANKERS COMMITTEE (SLBC) MEETING
FOR THE QUARTER ENDING SEPTEMBER, 2018 
HELD ON 4THFEBRUARY-2019 AT CONFERENCE HALL, MANIPUR SECRETARIAT,IMPHAL.

The SLBC meeting for the quarter ending September, 2018 was held on the 4th February, 2019 at the Conference Hall, Manipur Secretariat, Imphal. The meeting was co-chaired by Dr. J. Suresh Babu, the Chief Secretary, Govt. of Manipur & Shri Sunil Kumar Tandon, Chief General Manager, State Bank of India, North East Circle, Guwahati and attended by Shri Rakesh Ranjan, Principal Secretary, Finance, Shri. L. Kailun, ADGP (AP), Smt. Anna Arambam, Director/ Institutional Finance (DIF), Smt. Anjana Dube, Deputy Director General, Department of Financial Services, Govt. of India, Sri Digmanu Gupta GM, SBI, Ms. Mary Tangpua, GM, RBI, Shri P N Praveen Kumar GM, NABARD, senior officials of the State Government, DCs/ADCs of the districts, and senior officials from different Banks. 
1.1 List of participants in the meeting is enclosed as Annexure.

2.1.1 Shri. S.K. Tandon, CGM, SBI & Co Chairman, SLBC in his opening remarks apprised the House that the State had seen impressive expansion of bank branches with some more in pipeline. He also mentioned that a common SLBC portal had been developed for uploading SLBC data and had been successfully used by Assam and other North East states. But while preparing booklet for SLBC Manipur some banks could not upload data in time and advised that from the next quarter onward all the banks had to ensure upload the data in the portal.
Referring to poor Agriculture he said that, he had already discussed with the Hon’ble Chief Minister to focus on loans to fish farmers to boost fish production in the state and to achieve self sustenance. Under State Govt. initiatives, 2871 farmers were selected in 18 Assembly Constituencies. He expressed his gratitude to those banks which were showing progress in lending fishery loan and advised to continue progressing. 
He also highlighted that the 100 days programme for MSME Outreach and Support was launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister and he was present at the first campaign of the programme in the state. He expressed his displeasure over the low achievement and advised all the banks to give extra effort to achieve the target.

2.1.2 The AGM, SLBC apprised that sub-committee meetings on Promotion of Digitalization, Financial inclusion in unbanked Blocks & Rural Centres, and Review of Credit Disbursement & Financial Performance were held and the discussion was summarised in Steering Sub-Committee on 24.01.2019 to be placed as current Agenda.
3.0 Discussion on Action Taken Report of the SLBC meeting for the last quarter (June’18)
3.1 Ranking of Banks: The Principal Secretary, Finance appraised that framework of eligibility criteria had been drafted and would be notified shortly.
3.2 Opening of Banks in Unbanked Blocks: The SLBC Convener apprised that out of 27 unbanked blocks, bank branches were opened at 11 blocks. 
The Senior Manager, Vijaya Bank informed that there was no infrastructure at Chingai like electricity and strong room. The CGM, SBI suggested the bank to arrange for strong room on its’ own. The Chief Secretary also expressed his displeasure over the delay in opening of the branch in Chingai, a 40 year old block.
 
The Manager, Bank of Baroda informed that there was no connectivity at Lungchung Maiphei. The Senior General Manager, BSNL responded that, the area is already connected and  BSNL was ready to provide connectivity to all these blocks either by lease line or by VSAT on receipt of necessary request. The Chief Secretary advised that the Government had spent Rs.483 crores to develop required infrastructures at these blocks.
The Deputy Director General, Department of Financial Services apprised that under the Financial Inclusion Fund (FIF) plan of NABARD, VSAT were provided and banks should take that opportunity. 
The Principal Secretary, Finance apprised that during the sub-committee meeting chaired by him only some banks like State Bank of India and United Bank of India were only present and most of the banks were not there. Even the Convener bank did not have required information for meaningful discussion. The General Manager, RBI advised that the SLBC Convener could call the concerned banks and Deputy Commissioners in the sub-committee meetings. and in connection with connectivity, BSNL could be roped in. Shri Tandon, CGM, SBI advised that the issues faced by the concerned banks in opening of branches have to be informed to AGM, SLBC in order to put up in the sub-committee meetings. The General Manager, RBI supplemented that the banks should also submit the timeline for opening of these branches to the SLBC Convener.

All the dignitaries present in the meeting suggested for realignment of the sub- committee meetings, particularly for uncovered Blocks and Rural Centres prior to next SLBC. The Chief Secretary advised that, Hon’ble Chief Minister is keen on the status of the opening bank branches at unbanked blocks, for which he had personally chaired the last SLBC meeting.

3.3 PMEGP: It was decided to dispose off the pending applications of 2017-18 with advise to KVIC. The General Manager, RBI advised not to send the proposals in bulk as the banks may need time in processing. However she advised the banks to step up efforts. 
3.4 Digitization of land record: The SIO, NIC informed that 80% of land records were digitized and bankers could see ownership of the land and the status of mortgage, lien, approval etc. from Revenue Department. 

3.5 Cyber Fraud & Cyber Crimes: The Director, Institutional Finance apprised that the Department was ready to publish the awareness materials. However, she wanted suggestion from SBI as to what messages to be published. The LDM, SBI, Imphal West had been requested to help her in providing suitable material and with local language. 
(Action: LDM, SBI, Imphal West)

3.6 Inclusion of Financial Education in school syllabus: The Convener, SLBC apprised that the matter was already discussed at the Sub-committee meeting and the Education department was to be advised for initiation of the scheme.                          (Action: Education Department)
3.7 NPA under Make In Manipur: Shri R.N. Samantha, Asst. General Manager, United Bank of India apprised that SBI, UBI & MRB were suffering as most of the loans financed under Make in Manipur had become NPA and the MFICL had guaranteed the loan. Hence he requested for Govt. intervention. CGM, SBI advised that bankers to apprise the Principal Secretary, Finance on the matter separately. The Principal Secretary, Finance also assured to look into the matter.

3.8 Opening of branch at Kakching Khunou by Syndicate Bank: The Manager, Syndicate Bank apprised that there was no building available for opening of the branch. The Chief Secretary advised the bank to continue to look for a suitable building.

3.9 Conducting workshop on PMAY by HUDCO:  HUDCO absent.              (Action: HUDCO)
3.10 MAHUD Beneficiaries: The representative from MAHUD apprised that Town Planning being the implementing agency, was preparing the beneficiary list, that might be available soon. The CGM, SBI, advised that the scheme being attractive and secure, banks should promote.
4.0 Adoption of minutes of last meeting: 
The SLBC Convener apprised that the minutes of the last SLBC meeting was already circulated to all members and no request for amendment received. Hence, the minutes were adopted.

5.1 Review of Banking Key Indicators: The CD ratio of the state had increased to 57% with increasing priority sector advances. Responding to Principal Secretary, Finance on anomaly in the report published in the booklet, Shri. S.K. Tandon advised that 9 banks had not uploaded data in the portal for which manual report had to be compiled. He further advised all banks had to use the SLBC portal for submitting report as RBI emphasised a lot on purity/ integrity of data.

As an initiative to improve Agriculture, Chief Secretary advised the banks to sanction all the eligible applications for Fishery loan.                                                (Action: Concerned Banks)

5.2 Unbanked villages with population above 5000 and below 2000: The AGM, SLBC appraised that out of 46 villages with population above 5000, 36 villages have CBS enabled banking outlet and 12 villages were yet to be covered.
For villages below 2000 population, the AGM, SLBC apprised that the report on the number of villages was based on 2001 census and requested the House to allow updating the report as per 2011 census on which the House approved.
Shri. Digmanu Gupta, GM, SBI, apprised that out of 145 villages allotted to SBI by DFS, 140 villages has already been covered by CSPs under cluster approach and 2 were independently covered. The remaining 3 villages would be covered shortly. He also informed that CBI, MSCB and UBI had major allocation of villages by DFS and requested them to arrange for coverage at the earliest.
The issues related to opening of zero balance account, customer issues and man power problem with particular reference to Wangoo was thoroughly discussed and appropriate suggestions was put forth for resolving the issues.           (Action: SLBC & Director, RD & PR)
5.3 Expansion of Bank Branches:- The house was apprised that with opening of 8 more branches in the financial year the total branches in thge State stood at 204.
5.4 PMJDY & Social Security Schemes: The Deputy Director General, Department of Financial Services apprised that there was anomaly in the figure present to the House and the data they had at their portal. She advised the SLBC Convener to rectify the report and submit a final report to DFS.
(Action: SLBC Convener)
6.0 Achievement under Annual Credit Plan 2018-19: 
The Principal Secretary, Finance and the General Manager, NABARD observed that the growth under agriculture was showing negative trend which was undesirable. The Chief General Manager, State Bank of India, queried on the status of land ownership in the state as there was information that most of the agricultural lands were owned by somebody else and hence the scope of giving loan was less. The General Manager, RBI, also expressed her concern over decreasing trend in agricultural land area in the state because of conversion of agricultural land into homestead/ construction per year.
The performance under MSME Outreach and Support was discussed, when AGM, UBI informed the house that 6 loans under 59 minutes platform were sanctioned. The General Manager, State Bank of India, apprised that most of the customers were not able to fulfil the required criteria for availing loan under 59 minutes scheme. 

CGM, SBI advised that CLP/ loans under 59 minutes platform being a very smooth platform, where the customer requires to upload only three documents and the system would process the loan giving in principle sanction in accordance to his eligibility. He advised that the platform should be popularized by all the banks and suggested for a workshop for promoting this scheme to the MSME customers. He also apprised that the first CLP loan of the North East was sanctioned in the State and at the first MSME camp he was personally present, wherein the sanction letter was given. 
6.1 Progress of SHG Bank Linkage and JLG:  No further discussion was made.
6.2 MSME: Responding to sub-committee observation for low and nil performance of some banks, Indian Bank and Yes Bank assured to give good number of loans and would start financing from next financial year.

6.3 Loans under Mudra Scheme: Banks those had not submitted the report or wrongly submitted were advised to rectify their data.
(Action: Banks that have not submitted report or wrongly submitted)
6.4 Stand Up India: As decided in the Sub Committee, Banks might sensitise their operating units, as there might be loans sanctioned but not reported in the portal. 

6.5 Analysis of NPA: The House observed that the NPA under Priority Sector at 9% is high and should be brought down to 3-4 %. 
CGM, SBI enquired on the issues with BAKIJAI in the state and was informed that BAKIJAI was reportedly implemented only by Manipur State Co-operative Bank Ltd. Responding to his request for similar modalities for all other Banks, the Principal Secretary, Finance informed that draft modalities were sent to banks for feedback and the same would be sent to all banks again.

7.0 NULM: Since representative from MAHUD were absent, no discussion took place.

7.1 MSRLM: The SLBC Convener informed that the agenda was discussed in the sub-committee meeting and added that there were 366 applications pending with different banks. The sub-committee set the deadline of 25th February, 2019 to complete disposing off all the pending application.                                                                        (Action: Concerned Banks)
Shri S.K. Tandon, CGM, SBI enquired about the status of SBI on which the AGM, SLBC informed that out of 51 applications, 31 had already been sanctioned and the remaining 20 would be sanctioned shortly. Shri Tandon suggested for promotion of  NRLM because of its structure and low NPA level.                                                             (Action: Director, RD & PR)
The General Manager, NABARD apprised about digitization of 850 SHGS  and requested for the intervention of The Chief General Manager, State Bank of India, North East Circle to appeal all Banks to facilitate account opening for the SHGs. Since Manipur had the advantage of Aadhaar, CGM, SBI, suggested for use of services of CSPs in account opening .
 (Action: All Banks)
7.2 Doubling of Farmer’s Income by 2022: Since the Representative from the Concerned Department was not present in the Sub-committee meeting as well as SLBC, no discussion could be made.                                                  ( Action:- Agriculture Dept. Govt. of Manipur)
8.0 RSETI: As suggested by General Manager, RBI to the State Govt. for opening more RSETIs, the Director, RD & PR being the nodal agency appealed the Deputy Commissioners to initiate necessary steps including land allocation.            (Action: Director, RD & PR and DCs)

On query from the General Manager, State Bank of India, on pending cases of the claims, the Director, RD & PR informed that matter had been pending since long due to clarifications on technical issues. The GM requested the Director to expedite reimbursement without further delay.                                                                                 (Action: Director, RD & PR and DCs)

8.1 Financial Literacy Camps: The DDG, DFS suggested for improvement in FLC structure in the State for ease of information.
8.2 SLBC data collection: The AGM, SLBC apprised that the Steering Sub-committee had suggested to adopt the method of collecting data manually until the SLBC portal was streamlined.
CGM, SBI advised that, the issue of any improvement should be escalated to LHO of State Bank of India.  As suggested by the Principal Secretary, Finance, AGM, RBI & LDM of SBI are advised to look into the aspect of amendments in the portal. (Action: LDM of SBI & AGM, RBI)                                                                                                        
The AGM, SLBC further apprised that many Banks have not provided data in the portal. Sri Tandon, CGM, SBI  advised that from the next quarter onwards (December 2018), reports from SLBC portal should only be used for compilation of SLBC booklet and that all banks should submit their report within the stipulated time-line. The House extended the time-line for submission of SLBC data upto 20th February for the same.         (Action:- All Banks)
8.3 Restructure of SLBC Sub-Committees: The AGM, SLBC apprised that as per observation of the steering sub-committee the existing four sub-committees of the SLBC are proposed to be reduced into three sub-committees as:
a) Sub-Committee on Financial Inclusion, Digitalization and Financial Literacy to be chaired by Administrative Secretary, Fisheries. 
b) Sub-Committee on Review of Credit Disbursement/ Financial Performance of Banks to be chaired by Administrative Secretary, Finance. 
c) Steering Sub-Committee to be chaired by senior-most Additional Chief Secretary. 
The Principal Secretary, Finance suggested that any agenda not falling under the purview of the Sub-Committees should be discussed in the Sub-Committee on Financial Inclusion, Digitalization and Financial Literacy. 
The House approved the proposal and suggestion. The House also advised that special invitees could be called to attend the meeting if required.

9.0 Calendar of SLBC/ DCC meeting: The SLBC Convener presented the calendar of SLBC meeting for the calendar year 2019 and requested the House for approval.

The calendar may be tentative date but the House should try to stick on the dates as far as possible. The SLBC convener informed the House that as per RBI circular no.RBI/2018-19/5/FIDD.CO.LBS.BC.No.02/02.01.001/2018-19 dated 02.07.2018, the SLBC meetings may be Co-Chaired by the Addl. Chief Secretary/ Development commissioner of the State along with the SLBC Convener Bank.
9.1 Gold Monetization Scheme – 2015: The Principal Secretary, Finance apprised that a letter had come from the Secretary, Department of Economics Affairs for preparation of SOP for the scheme in consultation with Banks. Since the scheme is meant for religious places, and Manipur does not have any such religious institute with huge gold stocks, preparation of SOP was not required for the state.

9.2 DCC meeting: The General Manager, RBI apprised that many districts in the state had not conducted DCC/DLRC meeting on time and there were districts whose meeting had been overdue for two quarters. She appealed the House to advise Deputy Commissioner on the issue. The Principal Secretary, Finance also observed that for Imphal West district the meeting had been overdue for two quarters. 
The meeting concluded with a vote of thanks by the Asst. General Manager, UBI.
